Quick Facts about Fairway Divorce Solutions 
 



 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Quick Facts about Divorce in 

Canada and the USA

About Divorce: 
 

Å  Within a decade of the introduction of the Divorce Act, the 

total divorce rate (the percentage of marriages that 

dissolved in the previous 30-year period) rose from 14 per 

cent of all marriages in 1969 to 30 per cent in 1975.  

 

Å  The total crude divorce rate peaked at 362 divorces per 

100,000 inhabitants in 1987.  

 

Å  The average divorce requiring legal help costs from 

several thousand to $40,000 per couple and lasts one to two 

years.  

 

Å  There are several alternative divorce solutions available 

to couples today, including collaborative law, traditional 

(court system), negotiation, mediation, do-it-yourself and 

arbitration.   

 

Å  More than one-third of marriages will end in divorce 

before the thirtieth anniversary. 

About Multiple Divorces: 
 

Å  In 2003, 16.2 per cent of husbands getting divorced had 

at least one previous divorce, while in 1973, the rate was 

5.2 per cent.  

 

Å  Similarly, divorces involving wives who had previously 

been divorced rose from 5.4 per cent in 1973 to 15.7 per 

cent in 2003.  

 

Å  Trend: After three years of marriage, the divorce rate, 

on average, reaches a peak with 26.2 couples out of 1,000 

filing for divorce. The risk of divorce declined slightly with 

each passing year after that.

Å  The national per capita divorce rate in the US has 

declined steadily since its peak in 1981 and is now at its 

lowest level since 1970 (AP) 

 

Å  The divorce rate in America for first marriage, vs second 

or third marriage is: 50% of first marriages, 67% of second 

marriages and 74% of third marriages end in Divorce.
